2. Customer, if the account is opened, agrees that all sales are F.0.B. LOS ANGELES (unless otherwise agreed to by both
parties) and further agrees to pay the amount due within thirty (30) days following the date of purchase or as otherwise
provided in any written contract between the parties or other stated or written terms by Roofmaster. A 1% cash discount will
be allowed for current, open credit accounts if payment is mailed within 10 days of the invoice date. Cash discounts on current
invoices will not be allowed if past due invoices are not paid. No cash discounts will be allowed on Freight, Labor or Sales
